Create new blank file called “startupconfig.xml” on a blank USB thumb drive.
Place USB thumb drive in controller door UD1;, turn controller on. Wait 1 minute.
Remove USB and place it back in your PC

Turn the controller back off

On the USB thumb drive, you will find a new file called “EXAMPLE.XML” that has a
time-sensitive boot key

“STARTUPCONFIG.XML” could be renamed to “OLDSTARTUPCONFIG.XML”

Insert USB thumb drive into controller door UD1: and power on the controller.

WAIT at least 7 minutes for the INIT Start to finish, usually the LED on the thumb drive will stop
flashing when it is done, but be sure to wait at least 7 minutes before powering down.

Your controller is now initialized or Factory reset. You should now be able to establish
communication with the HAAS CNC.
